They have been supported in many
ways through the Ubomi Obutsha Centre &
it has been amazing to see him grow & de-
velop over the years.

Last week his mother finally died from that
terrible disease we hear about so often,
HIV/AIDS. As if life was not bad enough
for him, now has no mother & her extended
family have to fight to get custody of him
from his father who now wants him only
because it means he can claim Clinic’s
government child-support grant!

Clinic’s situation is sadly not very unique.
His mother is the third mother of our Edu-
care children to have died this year alone &
there are many children in situations like
his that our volunteers care for & support in
their daily work.
